ARMA NOVA Chapter  

   The 2015-2016 year was 
another successful year for 
the ARMA NOVA Chapter.  
Throughout the year, we 
sponsored activities and 
events to advance the edu-
cation of our members and 
highlight our profession.     

   The theme, Best Practic-
es for a Transforming 
World, allowed us to ex-
plore how the Records and 
Information Management 
industry is changing, as 
well as examining the role 
technology plays in that 
transformation.   Our top-
notch speakers covered a 
wide gamut of topics under 
this theme, ranging from a 
look at how  the National 
Archives and Records Ad-
ministration is transforming 
to exploring the possibili-
ties associated with the 
Internet of Things.  

   Our Seminar, moved 
from February to March 

and held in Clyde’s 
in Tysons Corner, 
focused on big data 
and arose out of a 
debate about the 
need (or role) of 
retention for big 
data.  Despite a 
one-day closure of 
the metro(!), it was 
a successful with 
about 50 overall 
attendees. 

     In addition to our 
monthly dinner meet-
ings and Seminar, we 
had a table at the Summer 
Meeting of DGI, sponsored 
a networking meal at AR-
MA International Annual 
Conference (held in Na-
tional Harbor, MD), attend-
ed the ARMA Regional 
Leadership Conference in 
Philadelphia and highlight-
ed Sessions of the Month 
on our website for our 
members.   

 Co-sponsored the Sum-

mer educational event with 
Digital Government Institute 
(DGI) – focused on Govern-
ment Records Management. 

 Added a Marketing Direc-

tor to the Board, focusing on 
advertising events & benefits. 

 Served 85 chapter mem-

bers with monthly chapter 
meetings, an annual seminar, 
and our chapter website. 

 Hosted an outstanding 

annual seminar with world-
class speakers. 

 Raised $1,775 for Train-

ing Futures and over $350 for 
the ARMA International Edu-
cational Foundation

Programs for the Year  

Established by ARMA International, 
the foundation is a 501(c)3 non-profit 
organization.  We contribute to AIEFF 
through our 50/50 drawings, where 
we sell tickets, and split the proceeds 
50/50 for the winner and AIEFF 
(although some of our winners have 
donated their 50% to AIEF).   

   Our Chapter continued to support 
Training Futures and the ARMA Inter-
national Education Fund (AIEF) dur-
ing the 2015 and 2016 year.   

   Training Futures is a nationally-
recognized workforce development 
training program.  Launched in 1996, 
it has trained over 1,700 individuals.  
Impressively, over 89% of its trainees 
find gainful employment within 6 
months of successfully completing the 
coursework, which includes credits for 
records management.  Our chapter 

has supported Training Futures for 
more than a decade.   

   Our fundraiser is primarily in De-
cember, when the Chapter sends the 
funds to Training Futures.  We also 
have a link on our webpage that al-
lows members to contribute directly to 
Training Futures.   

   AIEF is a funding resource 
for research and scholarships 
in the field of records and 
information management.
